RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF

ORANGE COUNTY, CALIFORNIA

January 14, 2020
WHEREAS, Section 6202 of the California Public Utilities Code authorizes the Orange County Board of Supervisors to grant a franchise to any person, firm or corporation, to lay and use pipes, connections and appurtenances for transmitting and distributing oil for all purposes, under, along, across or upon the public streets, ways, alleys and places within the unincorporated area of Orange County, and
WHEREAS, Section 6231.5 of the California Public Utilities Code requires the applicant for a franchise to file with the Board of Supervisors an application stating:

A. The name of applicant;
B. The purpose and term, whether definite or indeterminate, for which the franchise is desired; and
C. If granted the franchise as applied for, the applicant will pay to the County of Orange during the life of the franchise an annual fee as computed per Section 6231.5 of the California Public Utilities Code.

WHEREAS, Torrance Pipeline Company LLC, a designated affiliate of PBF Holding Company LLC, has filed an application to receive such franchise, and said application has been found to conform to Section 6231 of the California Public Utilities Code.
WHEREAS, all persons having any objection to the granting of said franchise may appear before the Board of Supervisors and be heard thereon at 9:30 a.m. at the County of Orange’s Hall of Administration, 333 W. Santa Ana Blvd., Santa Ana CA, on February 11, 2020.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that, pursuant to Section 6232 of the California Public Utilities Code, this Resolution declares the Orange County Board of Supervisors’ intention to grant the franchise applied for by Torrance Pipeline Company LLC to lay and use pipes, connections and appurtenances for transmitting and distributing oil for all purposes, under, along, across or upon the public streets, ways, alleys and places within the unincorporated area of Orange County. This non-exclusive oil pipeline franchise will be granted for a term of ten (10) years. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Clerk of the Orange County Board of Supervisors is directed to set February 11, 2020, as the date of the first reading of a proposed ordinance and public hearing and February 25, 2020, as the date of the second reading of the proposed ordinance for adoption of the Torrance Pipeline Company LLC franchise, and publish a Notice of Public Hearing for the adoption of the franchise in a newspaper of general circulation at least once within 15 days after passage of this Resolution. 
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
