RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF ORANGE COUNTY, CALIFORNIA

April 14, 2026


WHEREAS, on February 24, 2026, a Resolution was adopted by this Board of Supervisors (Board) whereby weeds and combustible vegetation, as therein defined, were declared a public nuisance and it was ordered that OC Agricultural Commissioner would mail notices to destroy such weeds and combustible vegetation, and that a hearing before this Board was set for this date so that all objections and protests would be heard and considered; and
WHEREAS, notice to destroy such weeds and combustible vegetation was mailed in the manner and form prescribed by law; and
WHEREAS, after the giving of such notice, it now appears that all such weeds and combustible vegetation were not destroyed, and the nuisance has not been abated; and
WHEREAS, it now becomes necessary for OC Agricultural Commissioner to abate such nuisance and/or cause it to be abated by contract by having weeds and combustible vegetation removed, and
WHEREAS, a weed abatement hearing was duly conducted by this Board on April 14, 2026, after the hour of 9:30 a.m. in order to allow for all interested members of the public to arrive, and at the conclusion of said hearing, no objections or protests were made or filed.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that:
1. Under the provisions of Section 14875 et. seq., of the Health and Safety Code of the State
of California, this Board has acquired jurisdiction to proceed to perform the work of removal of the weeds and combustible vegetation.
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2. Commencing April 14, 2026, OC Agricultural Commissioner is hereby authorized to abate such nuisance and/or cause it to be abated by contract by having weeds and combustible vegetation removed from any property on which the nuisance has not been abated and which has been given prior notice to abate the nuisance as prescribed by law.
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3. Such nuisance is, and is hereby declared to be, a seasonal and recurrent nuisance.

4. In the abatement of such nuisance, from the 14th day of April 2026 to the 30th day of June 2026, OC Agricultural Commissioner shall:
a. Keep an account of the costs of abatement in front of and on each separate parcel of land on which the nuisance exists, and render an itemized reporting in writing to this Board showing the cost of removing weeds and combustible vegetation, and that such report shall be made to this Board on Tuesday, the 23rd day of June 2026 at the hour of 9:30 am in the Board Hearing Room, first floor, County Administration, 400 W. Civic Center Drive, Santa Ana, Orange County, California 92701-4539, which date, time and place for the hearing of such report is hereby fixed for the hearing of any objections of any property owners liable to be assessed for the work of abatement.
b. Post a true copy of said report on or near the Chamber door of this Board for at least three (3) days prior to the 23rd day of June 2026, the date set for the hearing of the report, with a notice of the time and place where the report is to be submitted to the Board of Supervisors for confirmation.
5. In the abatement of such nuisance from the 1st day of July 2026 to the 31st day of March 2027, OC Agricultural Commissioner  shall:
a. Keep an account of the costs of abatement in front of and on each separate parcel of land on which the nuisance exists, and render an itemized reporting in writing to this Board showing the cost of removing weeds and combustible vegetation, and such report shall be made to this Board at the last Board meeting in June 2027 at the hour

of 9:30 a.m. in the Board Hearing Room, first floor, County Administration North Building, 400 W. Civic Center Drive, Santa Ana, Orange County, California 92701-4539, which date, time and place for the hearing of such report is hereby fixed, for the hearing of any objections of any of the property owners liable to be assessed for the work of abatement.
b. Post a true copy of said report on or near the Chamber door of this Board for at least three (3) days prior to the last Board meeting of June 2027, the date set for the hearing of the report, with a notice of the time and place where the report is to be submitted to the Board of Supervisors for confirmation.
6. It is the intention of this Board to levy a special assessment, in the amount of the cost for the abating of the nuisance in front of or upon the various parcels of land mentioned in the report, as notified and/or confirmed, on the parcels where the nuisance is abated. Said assessments are to be against the respective parcels of land and will become a lien thereon in the amount of the abatement.
