2. Assure that the County of Orange will abide by the statutes and regulations governing the UASI Grant Program, as detailed within the Agreement with Anaheim.
3. Assure that the County of Orange will not use grant funds to supplant expenditures controlled by the Board of Supervisors.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Board will not provide specific matching funds if the grant award is approved. 
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
