RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF

ORANGE COUNTY, CALIFORNIA

March 24, 2026
WHEREAS, the County of Orange (“County”) strives to make Orange County a safe, healthy, and fulfilling place to live, work, and play by providing outstanding, cost-effective regional public services; 
WHEREAS, the County is committed to training law enforcement to protect the public, address public safety issues, and handle active shooter situations; 

WHEREAS, California Government Code section 26227 (“Section 26227”) authorizes the Board of Supervisors to expend money from the general fund of the County to establish County programs or to fund other programs deemed by the Board of Supervisors to be necessary to meet the social needs of the population of the County, including but not limited to, the areas of health, law enforcement, public safety, rehabilitation, welfare, education, and legal services, and the needs of physically, mentally and financially handicapped persons and aged persons; 

WHEREAS, Section 26227 further authorizes officers and employees to use County resources and property to carry out any such program established by the Board of Supervisors; 

WHEREAS, the Orange County Sheriff’s Advisory Council (“OCSAC”) was formed in 1979 as a California non-profit corporation for the purpose of supporting local law enforcement. The mission of OCSAC is to “support the law enforcement community of Orange County when the necessary funds needed to support their missions are restricted or limited;”

WHEREAS, the County, through the Orange County Sheriff-Coroner Department (“OCSD”), coordinated with OCSAC to create a new training facility, adjacent to the existing Sandra Hutchens Regional Law Enforcement Training Center, to train appropriate law enforcement personnel in active shooter scenarios (“Project”);

WHEREAS, the Project will assist OCSD by allowing hands-on training to effectively address crisis scenarios and active shooter situations, which have become more prevalent;

	WHEREAS, OCSAC wishes to construct and donate to the County a modular tactical training building with different training environments that can be configured and re-configured in a multitude of ways to allow OCSD personnel to create innumerable training scenarios within a single structure.  The structure is planned to include a heating/ventilation/air conditioning system; water for fire suppression only (no bathrooms); and electrical to support variable lighting, a ceiling mount CCTV and recording system; 

WHEREAS, OCSAC will provide the final engineering and architectural planning for the Project, as well as the cost of necessary permits, construction, utilities, labor, and administration; 

	

	

	


WHEREAS, OCSAC delivery of the Project will result in an expeditious and complete Project at no expense to the County, allowing the County to preserve valuable resources; 
WHEREAS, OCSAC will construct, or cause to be constructed, the Project pursuant to a license agreement with the County; 

WHEREAS, the Project’s budget estimate is $14,214,353.63, and with CSAC’s donations, the County’s financial contribution for construction is $0.00; 
WHEREAS, OCSAC delivery of the Project will result in a reduced cost of funding of approximately $14,214,353.63; 

WHEREAS, engaging OCSAC to deliver the Project will provide necessary training services for the social needs of the population of the County and will assist the County in fulfilling its goal of providing a safe place to work and play;  

WHEREAS, the Project will assist the County in fulfilling its mission of providing all the above described services to the residents of the County; 
WHEREAS, the purpose of the public bidding statutes which would otherwise apply to the County are to “guard against favoritism, improvidence, extravagance, fraud and corruption; to prevent the waste of public funds and to obtain the best economic result for the public.” Graydon v. Pasadena Redevelopment Agency, 104 Cal.App.3d 631, 636 (1980); 

WHEREAS, “one exception [to the requirement for public bidding] is where the nature of the subject of the contract is such that competitive proposals would be unavailing or would not produce an advantage, and the advertisement for competitive bid would thus be undesirable, impractical, or impossible.” Id; 

WHEREAS, OCSAC is able to deliver the Project and its attendant public benefit for less than it would cost the County through a competitive bidding process and significantly more quickly.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that this Board does hereby: 

1. Find that effective law enforcement training is necessary and furthers the County’s mission to keep its population safe.

2. Find that the Project, activities described in the license, and the approval of the license with an annual fee of $0.00, are in the best interest of the County and the general public, support the services offered by OCSD, meet the social needs of the population of the County and therefore will further the goals of the County by providing a safe, healthy, and fulfilling place to live, work, and play.  
3. Deem the public-purpose training program related to the Project necessary to assist OCSD meet the aforementioned needs of the County. 
4. Approve the license with OCSAC for the construction of the Project, and authorize the Chief Real Estate Officer or designee to execute the license in substantial conformance with the attached form, with approval of County Counsel. 
5. Include the Project as a County program and authorize County staff, agencies, departments, and Board offices to pursue support of the Project, including any necessary services. 

6. Authorize the use of County resources, including, but not limited to, property, services, and employee administration of such programs, to support the above-described services and the Project.
7. Find that the County may forgo the competitive bidding process for the construction of the Project because the process would not result in an economic advantage for the County. 
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
