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County of Orange Report on Grant Applications/Awards
The Grants Report is a condensed list of grant requests by County Agencies/Departments that allows the Board of Supervisors to discuss and approve grant submittals in one motion at a Board meeting.  County policy dictates that the Board of Supervisors must approve all grant applications prior to submittal to the grantor. This applies to grants of all amounts, as well as to new grants and those that have been received by the County for many years as part of an ongoing grant.  Receipt of grants under $50,000 is delegated to the County Executive Officer.  Grant awards greater than $50,000 must be presented to the Board of Supervisors for receipt of funds.  This report allows for better tracking of county grant requests, the success rate of our grants, and monitoring of County’s grants activities.  It also serves to inform Orange County’s Sacramento and Washington, D.C. advocates of County grant activities involving the State or Federal Governments.

The California Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) distributes Federal funding apportioned to California under the National Highway Safety Act and the Safe, Accountable and Flexible Efficiency Transportation Equity Act.  For the past two years, the District Attorney’s Office has successfully implemented a comprehensive strategy to address the growing problem of Driving Under the Influence of Drugs (DUID).  This program is gaining recognition as a model for the State of California to be used for the investigation and prosecution of DUID cases.  The District Attorney’s Office received notification of the on-line grant application on November 26, 2012.  The District Attorney’s Office anticipates a grant award notification date of June 30, 2013.  The District Attorney’s Office is requesting a grant not-to-exceed $628,326 to enhance and expand its efforts to address the public safety threat of DUID in Orange County.
This is a competitive grant opportunity.  The District Attorney’s Office received grant funding of $292,882 in FY 2011-2012 and $480,000 in FY 2012-2013, and is applying for continuation funding through a third competitive grant application.
Funds will be used to strengthen Orange County’s current DUID investigations, prosecutions, and forensic analysis.  Services provided through the grant would increase the number of certified Drug Recognition Experts in local law enforcement agencies, provide deputy district attorneys with opportunities to develop new strategies for prosecuting DUID cases, and provide specialized equipment for the County Crime Laboratory to improve efforts to detect, screen, and analyze DUID cases.
The District Attorney’s Office would use grant funds to: 1) cover the cost of tuition for local law enforcement officers to become certified as Drug Recognition Experts; 2) allocate four misdemeanor Deputy District Attorneys (DDA) to devote 50 percent of their time to prosecuting DUID cases throughout the County for one year; 3) provide the Crime Laboratory with specialized equipment designed to enhance the detection of drugs causing driver impairment.  No new positions are necessary to implement the grant.  A County match is not required.
Grant funded services involve collaboration with the County Crime Laboratory.  The District Attorney’s Office and the Crime Laboratory have worked together to develop a collaborative approach to addressing driving under the influence of drugs.  The Crime Laboratory would receive funding for specialized equipment to be used for the enhanced detection of drugs causing driver impairments.  
A Board Resolution is required with this application.  The Office of County Counsel has reviewed and approved the attached Board Resolution.

The current engineering and construction cost estimate total of $2,244,000 includes a design cost cap of 25 percent of the construction cost as required by the HBP grant guidelines.  Any costs in excess of the applied grant amount and the required local match will be the County’s responsibility.  This is a future project which will be budgeted by the Department in the appropriate fiscal year.

OC Community Resources/OC Public Libraries was notified of the Moulton Niguel Water District Project Sponsorship grant on November 21, 2012.  
OC Public Libraries has identified the need to design and construct a small pocket park, which will link the Laguna Niguel Regional Library and the Laguna Niguel City Hall.  The landscape design for the park will follow Water Conservation and Southern California Climate Compatible planting mandates.  The purpose of the grant is to partially fund the design and construction of the Laguna Niguel Branch Library pocket park, which will be beneficial to residential and commercial customers of Moulton Niguel Water District.  It also provides both City Hall visitors and County Library Patrons a welcoming community hub.  The agency expects to learn of its grant award status soon after the Moulton Niguel Water District Board of Directors votes on the award applications on January 17, 2013.  The total amount of funding requested is $14,000.  This is a competitive, new one-time grant.

The funds will be used towards the design and construction costs of the pocket park.  The project estimated cost is $151,000. The park construction includes: paved entry areas, resting areas with tables and chairs, paved walkways, demonstration landscape/garden showcase Southern California Climate Compatible planting, and water conserving irrigation system. The 165,000 people who receive services from the Moulton Niguel Water District services are potential users of the new pocket park upon its completion.  However, OC Public Libraries anticipate the majority of park users will be families who live within the City of Laguna Niguel, who use the Laguna Niguel Branch Library, and who from time to time may visit the Laguna Niguel City Hall for municipal services, mostly County residents within Supervisory District 5.
No new positions are anticipated as a result of this grant funding or match is required.  OCCR Central Project Office staffs plan to assist OCPL organizing and working with community services groups, such as the Laguna Niguel Rotary Club, the Laguna Niguel Garden Club, the Laguna Niguel History Society, the American Boy Scouts and Eagle Scouts Local Chapters, etc. to provide labor, materials, and funding to implement the project.
OC Community Resources requests your Honorable Board to authorize OC Community Resources Director or his designee to apply for the Moulton Niguel Water District Sponsorship Grant.
