This Agreement, hereinafter referred to as “Contract” is made and entered into as of the date approved by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Orange and is fully executed by and between, California Forensic Phlebotomy, Inc. with a place of business at 26012 Marguerite Prkwy, Suite H-235, Mission Viejo, CA 92692; hereinafter referred to as "Contractor," and the County of Orange, a political subdivision of the State of California, Sheriff Department wih a place of business at 320 N. Flower Street, 2nd Floor, Santa Ana, CA 92703, hereinafter referred to as "County," which may be referred individually as “Party” or collectively as “Parties.”
RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Contractor responded to the County issued solicitation offering the complete Scope of Work as requested in Attachment A, and Contractor has represented represents that its proposed goods and services shall meet or exceed the County’s requirements and specifications as set forth herein; and,

WHEREAS, the County Board of Supervisors has authorized the Purchasing Agent or his designee to enter into a Contract with Contractor for Blood Alcohol Testing.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties mutually agree as follows:

General Terms and Conditions:

A.
Governing Law and Venue: This Contract has been negotiated and executed in the state of California and shall be governed by and construed under the laws of the state of California.   In the event of any legal action to enforce or interpret this Contract, the sole and exclusive venue shall be a court of competent jurisdiction located in Orange County, California, and the Parties hereto agree to and do hereby submit to the jurisdiction of such court, notwithstanding Code of Civil Procedure Section 394.  Furthermore, the Parties specifically agree to waive any and all rights to request that an action be transferred for trial to another County.

B.
Entire Contract: This Contract, including Attachments A, B, C, Exhibit 1 (Blank Child Support Enforcement Certification Requirements Form), and Exhibit 2 (Blank EDD Reporting Requirement Compliance Form) which have been incorporated, when accepted by the Contractor either in writing or by the shipment of any article or other commencement of performance hereunder, contains the entire Contract between the Parties with respect to the matters herein and there are no restrictions, promises, warranties or undertakings other than those set forth herein or referred to herein.  No exceptions, alternatives, substitutes or revisions are valid or binding on County unless authorized by County in writing.  Electronic acceptance of any additional terms, conditions or supplemental Contracts by any County employee or agent, including but not limited to installers of equipment, shall not be valid or binding on County unless accepted in writing by County’s Purchasing Agent or his designee, hereinafter “Purchasing Agent”.

C.
Amendments: No alteration or variation of the terms of this Contract shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by the Parties; no oral understanding or agreement not incorporated herein shall be binding on either of the Parties; and no exceptions, alternatives, substitutes or revisions are valid or binding on County unless authorized by County in writing.

D.
Taxes: Unless otherwise provided herein or by law, price quoted does not include California state sales or use tax.
E.
Delivery: Time of delivery of goods or services is of the essence in this Contract.  County reserves the right to refuse any goods or services and to cancel all or any part of the goods not conforming to applicable specifications, drawings, samples or description, or services that do not conform to the prescribed statement of work.  Acceptance of any part of the order for goods shall not bind County to accept future shipments, nor deprive it of the right to return goods already accepted, at Contractor’s expense.  Over shipments and under shipments of goods shall be only as agreed to in writing by County.  Delivery shall not be deemed to be complete until all goods, or services, have actually been received and accepted in writing by County.
F.
Acceptance/Payment: Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by County, 1) acceptance shall not be deemed complete unless in writing and until all the goods/services have actually been received, inspected, and tested to the satisfaction of County, and 2) payment shall be made in arrears after satisfactory acceptance by the County and in accordance to Attachment C, Compensation and Pricing.
G.
Warranty: Contractor expressly warrants that the goods/services covered by this Contract are 1) free of liens or encumbrances, 2) merchantable and good for the ordinary purposes for which they are used, and 3) fit for the particular purpose for which they are intended.  Acceptance of this order shall constitute an agreement upon Contractor’s part to indemnify, defend and hold County and its indemnities as identified in paragraph “P” below, and as more fully described in paragraph “P”, harmless from liability, loss, damage and expense, including reasonable counsel fees, incurred or sustained by County by reason of the failure of the goods/services to conform to such warranties, faulty work performance, negligent or unlawful acts, and non-compliance with any applicable state or federal codes, ordinances, orders, or statutes, including the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA) and the California Industrial Safety Act.  Such remedies shall be in addition to any other remedies provided by law.

H.
Patent/Copyright Materials/Proprietary Infringement: Unless otherwise expressly provided in this Contract, Contractor shall be solely responsible for clearing the right to use any patented or copyrighted materials in the performance of this Contract.  Contractor warrants that any Software as modified through services provided hereunder will not infringe upon or violate any patent, proprietary right, or trade secret right of any third party.  Contractor agrees that, in accordance with the more specific requirement contained in paragraph “P” below, it shall indemnify, defend and hold County and County Indemnitees harmless from any and all such claims and be responsible for payment of all costs, damages, penalties and expenses related to or arising from such claim(s), including, but not limited to, attorney’s fees, costs and expenses.

I.
Assignment or Sub-contracting: The terms, covenants, and conditions contained herein shall apply to and bind the heirs, successors, executors, administrators and assigns of the Parties.  Furthermore, neither the performance of this Contract nor any portion thereof may be assigned or sub-contracted by Contractor without the express written consent of County.  Any attempt by Contractor to assign or sub-contract the performance or any portion thereof of this Contract without the express written consent of County shall be invalid and shall constitute a breach of this Contract.

J.
Non-Discrimination: In the performance of this Contract, Contractor agrees that it will comply with the requirements of Section 1735 of the California Labor Code and not engage nor permit any subcontractors to engage in discrimination in employment of persons because of the race, religious creed, color, national origin, ancestry, physical disability, mental disability, medical condition, marital status, or sex of such persons.  Contractor acknowledges that a violation of this provision shall subject Contractor to all the penalties imposed for a violation of anti-discrimination law or regulation, including but not limited to, Section 1720 et seq. of the California Labor Code.

K.
Termination: In addition to any other remedies or rights it may have by law, County has the right to terminate this Contract without penalty immediately with cause or after 30 days’ written notice without cause, unless otherwise specified.  Cause shall be defined as any breach of Contract, any misrepresentation or fraud on the part of the Contractor.  Exercise by County of its right to terminate the Contract shall relieve County of all further obligation.

L.
Consent to Breach Not Waiver:  No term or provision of this Contract shall be deemed waived and no breach excused, unless such waiver or consent shall be in writing and signed by the Party claimed to have waived or consented.  Any consent by any Party to, or waiver of, a breach by the other, whether express or implied, shall not constitute consent to, waiver of, or excuse for any other different or subsequent breach.

M.
Remedies Not Exclusive: The remedies for breach set forth in this Contract are cumulative as to one another and as to any other provided by law, rather than exclusive; and the expression of certain remedies in this Contract does not preclude resort by either Party to any other remedies provided by law.

N.
Independent Contractor: Contractor shall be considered an independent Contractor and neither Contractor, its employees nor anyone working under Contractor shall be considered an agent or an employee of County.  Neither Contractor, its employees nor anyone working under Contractor, shall qualify for workers’ compensation or other fringe benefits of any kind through County.
O.
Performance: Contractor shall perform all work under this Contract, taking necessary steps and precautions to perform the work to County’s satisfaction.  Contractor shall be responsible for the professional quality, technical assurance, timely completion, and coordination of all documentation and other goods/services furnished by the Contractor under this Contract.  Contractor shall perform all work diligently, carefully, and in a good and workman-like manner; shall furnish all labor, supervision, machinery, equipment, materials, and supplies necessary therefore; shall at its sole expense obtain and maintain all permits and licenses required by public authorities, including those of County required in its governmental capacity, in connection with performance of the work; and, if permitted to subcontract, shall be fully responsible for all work performed by subcontractors.

P.
Indemnification: Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend with counsel approved in writing by County, and hold County, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents and those special districts and agencies which County’s Board of Supervisors acts as the governing Board (“County Indemnitees”), harmless from any claims, demands or liability of any kind or nature, including but not limited to personal injury or property damage, arising from or related to the services, products or other performance provided by Contractor pursuant to this Contract.   If judgment is entered against Contractor and County by a court of competent jurisdiction because of the concurrent active negligence of County or County Indemnitees, Contractor and County agree that liability will be apportioned as determined by the court.   Neither Party shall request a jury apportionment.

Insurance Provisions: Prior to the provision of services under this Contract, The Contractor agrees to purchase all required insurance at Contractor’s expense and to deposit with the County Certificates of Insurance, including all endorsements required herein, necessary to satisfy the County that the insurance provisions of this Contract have been complied with, and to keep such insurance coverage and the certificates therefore on deposit with the County during the entire term of this Contract.  In addition, all subcontractors performing work on behalf of Contractor pursuant to this Contract shall obtain insurance subject to the same terms and conditions as set forth herein for Contractor.

All insurance policies required by this Contract shall declare any deductible or self-insured retention (SIR) in an amount in excess of $25,000 ($5,000 for automobile liability), which shall specifically be approved by the County Executive Office (CEO)/Office of Risk Management.  Contractor shall be responsible for reimbursement of any deductible to the insurer.  Any self-insured retentions (SIRs) or deductibles shall be clearly stated on the Certificate of Insurance.

If the Contractor fails to maintain insurance acceptable to the County for the full term of this Contract, the County may terminate this Contract.

Qualified Insurer

The policy or policies of insurance must be issued by an insurer licensed to do business in the state of California (California Admitted Carrier).

Minimum insurance company ratings as determined by the most current edition of the Best's Key Rating Guide/Property-Casualty/United States or AMBest.com shall be A- (Secure Best's Rating) and VIII (Financial Size Category). 

If the carrier is a non-admitted carrier in the state of California, CEO/Office of Risk Management retains the right to approve or reject carrier after a review of the company's performance and financial ratings.

The policy or policies of insurance maintained by the Contractor shall provide the minimum limits and coverage as set forth below:

All liability insurance, except Professional Liability, required by this Contract shall be at least $1,000,000 combined single limit per occurrence.  Professional Liability may also be provided on a “Claims Made” basis. The minimum aggregate limit for the Commercial General Liability policy shall be $2,000,000.  

The County of Orange shall be added as an additional insured on all insurance policies required by this Contract with respect to work done by the Contractor under the terms of this Contract (except Workers' Compensation/Employers' Liability and Professional Liability).  An additional insured endorsement evidencing that the County of Orange is an additional insured shall accompany the Certificate of Insurance.

All insurance policies required by this Contract shall be primary insurance, and any insurance maintained by the County of Orange shall be excess and non-contributing with insurance provided by these policies. 

 An endorsement evidencing that the Contractor’s insurance is primary and non-contributing shall specifically accompany the Certificate of Insurance for the Commercial General Liability.

All insurance policies required by this Contract shall give the County 30 days notice in the event of cancellation.  This shall be evidenced by an endorsement separate from the Certificate of Insurance.  In addition, the cancellation clause must include language as follows, which edits the pre-printed ACORD certificate:

SHOULD ANY OF THE ABOVE DESCRIBED POLICIES BE CANCELLED BEFORE THE EXPIRATION DATE THEREOF, THE ISSUING COMPANY WILL ENDEAVOR TO MAIL 30 DAYS WRITTEN NOTICE TO THE CERTIFICATE HOLDER NAMED TO THE LEFT.  BUT FAILURE TO MAIL SUCH NOTICE SHALL IMPOSE NO OBLIGATION OR LIABILITY OF ANY KIND UPON THE COMPANY, ITS AGENT, OR REPRESENTATIVE.

All insurance policies required by this Contract shall waive all rights of subrogation against the County of Orange and members of the Board of Supervisors, its elected and appointed officials, officers, agents, and employees when acting within the scope of their appointment or employment.

If Contractor’s Professional Liability policy is a “claims made” policy, Contractor shall agree to maintain professional liability coverage for two years following completion of Contract. 

The Commercial General Liability policy shall contain a severability of interests clause.

The Contractor is aware of the provisions of Section 3700 of the California Labor Code which requires every employer to be insured against liability for Workers' Compensation or be self-insured in accordance with provisions of that code.  The Contractor will comply with such provisions and shall furnish the County satisfactory evidence that the Contractor has secured, for the period of this Contract, statutory Workers' Compensation insurance and Employers' Liability insurance with minimum limits of $1,000,000 per occurrence.

Insurance certificates should be forwarded to the agency/department address listed on the solicitation.

If the Contractor fails to provide the insurance certificates and endorsements within seven days of notification by CEO/Purchasing or the agency/department purchasing division, award may be made to the next qualified Contractor.

County expressly retains the right to require Contractor to increase or decrease insurance of any of the above insurance types throughout the term of this Contract.  Any increase or decrease in insurance will be as deemed by County of Orange Risk Manager as appropriate to adequately protect County.

County shall notify Contractor in writing of changes in the insurance requirements.  If Contractor does not deposit copies of acceptable certificates of insurance and endorsements with County incorporating such changes within thirty days of receipt of such notice, this Contract may be in breach without further notice to Contractor, and County shall be entitled to all legal remedies.

The procuring of such required policy or policies of insurance shall not be construed to limit Contractor’s liability hereunder or to fulfill the indemnification provisions and requirements of this Contract.

The County of Orange Certificate of Insurance and the Special Endorsement for the County of Orange can be utilized to verify compliance with the above-mentioned insurance requirements in place of commercial insurance certificates and endorsements.

INSURANCE PROVISIONS 

Prior to the provision of services under this Contract, Contractor agrees to purchase all required insurance at Contractor’s expense and to deposit with County Certificates of Insurance, including all endorsements required herein, necessary to satisfy County that the insurance provisions of this Contract have been complied with and to keep such insurance coverage and the certificates therefore on deposit with County during the entire term of this Contract.   In addition, all subcontractors performing work on behalf of Contractor pursuant to this Contract shall obtain insurance subject to the same terms and conditions as set forth herein for Contractor.

All self-insured retentions (SIRs) and deductibles shall be clearly stated on the Certificate of Insurance.  If no SIRs or deductibles apply, indicate this on the Certificate of Insurance with a zero (0) by the appropriate line of coverage.  Any self-insured retention (SIR) or deductible in an amount in excess of $25,000 ($5,000 for automobile liability), shall specifically be approved by the County Executive Office (CEO)/Office of Risk Management.  

If Contractor fails to maintain insurance acceptable to County for the full term of this Contract, County may terminate this contract.



Qualified Insurer

Minimum insurance company ratings as determined by the most current edition of the Best's Key Rating Guide/Property-Casualty/United States or ambest.com shall be A- (Secure A.M. Best's Rating) and VIII (Financial Size Category). 

The policy or policies of insurance must be issued by an insurer licensed to do business in the state of California (California Admitted Carrier).  If the carrier is a non-admitted carrier in the state of California and does not meet or exceed an A.M. Best rating of A-/VIII, CEO/Office of Risk Management retains the right to approve or reject carrier after a review of the company's performance and financial ratings.  If the non-admitted carrier meets or exceeds the minimum A.M. Best rating of A-/VIII, the agency can accept the insurance. (Why the change in font?)

Required Coverage Forms
The Commercial General Liability coverage shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) form CG 00 01, or a substitute form providing liability coverage at least as broad.

The Business Auto Liability coverage shall be written on ISO form CA 00 01, CA 00 05, CA 0012, CA 00 20, or a substitute form providing coverage at least as broad.

Required Endorsements

The Commercial General Liability policy shall contain the following endorsements, which shall accompany the Certificate of insurance:

1) An Additional Insured endorsement using ISO form CG 2010 or CG 2033 or a form at least as broad naming the County of Orange, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents as Additional Insureds.

2) A primary non-contributing endorsement evidencing that Contractor’s insurance is primary and any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the County of Orange shall be excess and non-contributing.

All insurance policies required by this Contract shall waive all rights of subrogation against the County of Orange and members of the Board of Supervisors, its elected and appointed officials, officers, agents and employees when acting within the scope of their appointment or employment.

The Workers’ Compensation policy shall contain a waiver of subrogation endorsement waiving all rights of subrogation against the County of Orange, and members of the Board of Supervisors, its elected and appointed officials, officers, agents and employees.

All insurance policies required by this Contract shall give the County of Orange thirty (30) days notice in the event of cancellation and ten (10) days for non-payment of premium.  This shall be evidenced by policy provisions or an endorsement separate from the Certificate of Insurance.  

If Contractor's Professional Liability policy is a "claims made" policy, Contractor shall agree to maintain professional liability coverage for two years following completion of Contract.

The Commercial General Liability policy shall contain a severability of interests clause also known as a “separation of insureds” clause (standard in the ISO CG 0001 policy).

Insurance certificates should be forwarded to the agency/department address listed on the solicitation.

If Contractor fails to provide the insurance certificates and endorsements within seven (7) days of notification by CEO/Purchasing or the agency/department purchasing division, award may be made to the next qualified vendor.

County expressly retains the right to require Contractor to increase or decrease insurance of any of the above insurance types throughout the term of this Contract.  Any increase or decrease in insurance will be as deemed by County of Orange Risk Manager as appropriate to adequately protect County. 

County shall notify Contractor in writing of changes in the insurance requirements.  If Contractor does not deposit copies of acceptable certificates of insurance and endorsements with County incorporating such changes within thirty (30) days of receipt of such notice, this Contract may be in breach without further notice to Contractor, and County shall be entitled to all legal remedies.

The procuring of such required policy or policies of insurance shall not be construed to limit Contractor's liability hereunder nor to fulfill the indemnification provisions and requirements of this Contract, nor act in any way to reduce the policy coverage and limits available from the insurer.
Q.
Bills and Liens:  Contractor shall pay promptly all indebtedness for labor, materials, and equipment used in performance of the work.  Contractor shall not permit any lien or charge to attach to the work or the premises, but if any does so attach, Contractor shall promptly procure its release and, in accordance with the requirements of paragraph “P” above, indemnify, defend, and hold County harmless and be responsible for payment of all costs, damages, penalties and expenses related to or arising from or related thereto.

R.
Changes: Contractor shall make no changes in the work or perform any additional work without the County’s specific written approval.

S.
Change of Ownership: Contractor agrees that if there is a change or transfer in ownership of Contractor’s business prior to completion of this Contract, the new owners shall be required under terms of sale or other transfer to assume Contractor’s duties and obligations contained in this Contract and complete them to the satisfaction of County.

T.
Force Majeure: Contractor shall not be assessed with liquidated damages or unsatisfactory performance penalties during any delay beyond the time named for the performance of this Contract caused by any act of God, war, civil disorder, employment strike or other cause beyond its reasonable control, provided Contractor gives written notice of the cause of the delay to County within thirty-six (3)6 hours of the start of the delay and Contractor avails himself of any available remedies.

U.
Confidentiality: Contractor agrees to maintain the confidentiality of all County and County-related records and information pursuant to all statutory laws relating to privacy and confidentiality that currently exist or exist at any time during the term of this Contract. All such records and information shall be considered confidential and kept confidential by Contractor and Contractor’s staff, agents and employees.

V.
Compliance with Laws: Contractor represents and warrants that services to be provided under this Contract shall fully comply, at Contractor’s expense, with all standards, laws, statutes, restrictions, ordinances, requirements, and regulations (collectively “laws”), including, but not limited to those issued by County in its governmental capacity and all other laws applicable to the services at the time services are provided to and accepted by County. Contractor acknowledges that County is relying on Contractor to ensure such compliance, and pursuant to the requirements of paragraph “P” above, Contractor agrees that it shall defend, indemnify and hold County and County Indemnitees harmless from all liability, damages, costs, and expenses arising from or related to a violation of such laws.

W.
Freight (F.O.B. Destination): Contractor assumes full responsibility for all transportation, transportation scheduling, packing, handling, insurance, and other services associated with delivery of all products deemed necessary under this Contract.

X.
Pricing: The Contract price shall include full compensation for providing all required goods in accordance with required specifications, or services as specified herein or when applicable, in the Scope of Work attached to this Contract, and no additional compensation will be allowed therefore, unless otherwise provided for in this Contract.

Y.
Waiver of Jury Trial: Each Party acknowledges that it is aware of and has had the opportunity to seek advise of counsel of its choice with respect to its rights to trial by jury, and each Party, for itself and its successors, creditors, and assigns, does hereby expressly and knowingly waive and release all such rights to trial by jury in any action, proceeding or counterclaim brought by any Party hereto against the other (and/or against its officers, directors, employees, agents, or subsidiary or affiliated entities) on or with regard to any matters whatsoever arising out of or in any way connected with this Contract and /or any other claim of injury or damage.

Z.
Terms and Conditions: Contractor acknowledges that it has read and agrees to all terms and conditions included in this Contract.

AA.
Headings: The various headings and numbers herein, the grouping of provisions of this Contract into separate clauses and paragraphs, and the organization hereof are for the purpose of convenience only and shall not limit or otherwise affect the meaning hereof.

BB.
Severability: If any term, covenant, condition, or provision of this Contract is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, void or unenforceable, the remainder of the provisions hereof shall remain in full force and effect and shall in no way be affected, impaired or invalidated thereby.

CC.
Calendar Days: Any reference to the word "day" or "days" herein shall mean calendar day or calendar days, respectively, unless otherwise expressly provided.

DD.
Attorney Fees: In any action or proceeding to enforce or interpret any provisions of this Contract, or where any provisions hereof is validly asserted as a defense, each Party shall bear its own attorney’s fees, costs and expenses.

EE.
Interpretation: This Contract has been negotiated at arm’s length and between persons sophisticated and knowledgeable in the matters dealt with in this Contract. In addition, each Party has been represented by experienced and knowledgeable independent legal counsel of their own choosing or has knowingly declined to seek such counsel despite being encouraged and given the opportunity to do so. Each Party further acknowledges that they have not been influenced to any extent whatsoever in executing this Contract by any other Party hereto or by any person representing them, or both. Accordingly, any rule or law (including California Civil Code Section 1654) or legal decision that would require interpretation of any ambiguities in this Contract against the Party that has drafted it is not applicable and is waived. The provisions of this Contract shall be interpreted in a reasonable manner to affect the purpose of the Parties and this Contract.

AF. Authority: The Parties to this Contract represent and warrant that this Contract has been duly authorized and executed and constitutes the legally binding obligation of their respective organization or entity, enforceable in accordance with its terms.

Additional Terms and Conditions

1. Scope of Contract: This Contract specifies the contractual terms and conditions by which the County will procure and receive goods and services from the Contractor as set forth in the Scope of Work, which is attached hereto as Attachment A and incorporated by this reference.
2. Term of Contract: This Contract shall commence upon execution of all necessary signatures, and shall be effective for one (1) year from that date, unless otherwise terminated by County.  Contract may be renewed for up to two (2) additional one (1) year consecutive terms and continue in effect from 12/18/07 through and including 12/17/09, unless otherwise terminated by COUNTY.  The period of 12/18/17 through 12/17/08 shall be known as Contract number N1000009457.  The period of 12/18/08 through and including 12/17/09 shall be known as Contract number N2000009457.  Contract may be renewed for one (1) additional one (1) year term, upon mutual agreement of both Parties.  Each renewal of this Contract may require approval by the County Board of Supervisors.  The County does not have to give reason if it elects not to renew.The period of 12/18/09 through and including 12/17/10 3/17/11 shall be known as Contract Number MA-060-10011354.  Contract is non-renewable.
Term of Contract: This Contract shall commence upon execution of all necessary signatures, and shall be effective for one (1) year, from that date, unless otherwise terminated by County. Contract may be renewed for up to four (4) additional one (1) year consecutive terms,upon mutual agreement of both Parties.  Each renewal of this Contract may require approval by County’s Board of Supervisors.  County does not have to give reason if it elects not to renew.
3. Precedence: The Contract documents will consist of this Contract including its Attachments, and Exhibits.  In the event of a conflict between the Contract documents, the order of precedence shall be this Contract, then the Attachments and Exhibits.

4. Fiscal Appropriations: This Contract is subject to and contingent upon applicable budgetary appropriations being made by the County of Orange Board of Supervisors for each year during the term of this Contract.  If such appropriations are not forthcoming, the Contract will be terminated without penalty.  Contractor acknowledges that funding or portions of funding for this Contract may also be contingent upon the receipt of funds from, and/or appropriation of funds by, the state of California to County.  If such funding and/or appropriations are not forthcoming, or are otherwise limited, County may immediately terminate or modify this Contract without penalty.

5. Conflict of Interest (Contractor): Contractor shall exercise reasonable care and diligence to prevent any actions or conditions that result in a conflict with the best interest of the County.  This obligation shall apply to the Contractor, the Contractor’s employees, agents, relatives, sub tier Contractors and third parties associated with accomplishing the work hereunder.

Contractor’s efforts shall include, but not be limited to, establishing precautions to prevent its employees or agents from making, receiving, providing, or offering gifts, entertainment, payments, loans, or other considerations which could be deemed to appear to influence individuals to act contrary to the best interest of County.

6. Contractor Work Hours and Safety Standards: Contractor shall ensure compliance with all safety and hourly requirements for employees, in accordance with federal, state, and County safety and health regulations and laws.

7. County and Contractor Project Manager: The County shall appoint a project manager to act as liaison between the County and the Contractor during the term of this Contract.  The County’s project manager shall coordinate the activities of the County staff assigned to work with the Contractor.

Contractor shall appoint a project manager to direct the Contractor’s efforts in fulfilling Contractor’s obligations under this Contract.  Contractor’s project manager shall be subject to approval by the County and shall not be changed without the written consent of the County’s project manager.  The County’s project manager shall have the right to require the removal and replacement of the Contractor’s project manager from providing services to the County under this Contract.  The County’s project manager shall notify the Contractor in writing of such action.  The Contractor shall accomplish the removal within 14 calendar days after written notice by the County’s project manager. The County is not required to provide any reason, rationale or factual information in the event it elects to request the removal of Contractor’s project manager from providing services to the County under this Contract.

8. Contractor Personnel: In addition to the rights set forth in paragraph 7, the County’s project manager shall have the right to require the removal and replacement of any of Contractor’s personnel from providing services to the County under this Contract.  The County’s project manager shall notify the Contractor’s project manager  in writing of such action.  The Contractor shall accomplish the removal of the specified personnel within one (1) calendar day after written notice by the County’s project manager. The County is not required to provide any reason, rationale or factual information in the event it elects to request the removal of any of Contractor’s personnel from providing services to the County under this Contract.
9.
Orderly Termination: Upon termination or other expiration of this Contract, each Party shall promptly return to the other Party all papers, materials, and other properties of the other held by each for purposes of execution of the Contract.  In addition, each Party will assist the other Party in orderly termination of this Contract and the transfer of all aspects, tangible and intangible, as may be necessary for the orderly, non-disruptive business continuation of each Party.

10.
Reprocurement Costs: In the case of default by Contractor, the County may procure the service from other sources and, if the cost is higher, Contractor will be held responsible to pay the County the difference between the Contract cost and the price paid.  The County may make reasonable efforts to obtain the prevailing market price at the time such goods and services are rendered.  This is in addition to any other remedies available under law.

11.
County of Orange Child Support Enforcement (Exhibit 1 – Blank County of Orange Child Support Enforcement Certification Requirements Form):  In order to comply with the child support enforcement requirements of the County, within ten days of notification of selection of award of Contract but prior to official award of Contract, the selected Contractor agrees to furnish the required Contractor data and certifications to the agency/department deputy purchasing agent.

Failure of the Contractor to timely submit the data and/or certifications required may result in the Contract being awarded to another Contractor.  In the event a Contract has been issued, failure of the Contractor to comply with all federal and state reporting requirements for child support enforcement or to comply with all lawfully served Wage and Earnings Assignment Orders and Notices of Assignment shall constitute a material breach of the Contract.  Failure to cure such breach within 60 calendar days of notice from the County shall constitute grounds for termination of the Contract. 

12.
EDD Independent Contractor Reporting Requirements (Blank Exhibit 2): California Senate Bill 542 requires businesses and government entities to report specified information regarding independent Contractors to the Employment Development Department (EDD).  This information will be used by the EDD to assist in locating parents who are delinquent in their child support payments. An independent Contractor is defined as a sole proprietor who is not an employee of the business or government entity for which that individual is performing a service and who received compensation and/or executes a Contract for services performed or that business or government entity either in or outside of California.

13.
Authorization Warranty:  The Contractor represents and warrants that the person executing this Contract on behalf of and for the Contractor is an authorized agent who has actual authority to bind the Contractor to each and every term, condition, and obligation of this Contract and that all requirements of the Contractor have been fulfilled to provide such actual authority.

14.
Notices: Any and all notices permitted or required to be given hereunder shall be deemed duly given (1) upon actual delivery, if delivery is by hand; or (2) upon delivery by the United States mail if delivery is by postage paid registered or certified return receipt requested mail.  Each such notice shall be sent to the respective Party at the address indicated below or to any other address as the respective Parties may  designate from time to time.

Incorporation: This Contract, its Attachments A through C, Exhibit 1 (Blank Child Support Enforcement Certification Requirements Form), and Exhibit 2 (Blank EDD Reporting Requirement Compliance Form) are attached hereto and incorporated by reference and made a part of this Contract.
16.
Data – Title to:  All materials, documents, data or information obtained from the County data files or any County medium furnished to the Contractor in the performance of this Contract will at all times remain the property of the County.  Such data or information may not be used or copied for direct or indirect use by the Contractor after completion or termination of this Contract without the express written consent of the County.  All materials, documents, data or information, including copies, must be returned to the County at the end of this Contract.

17.
Usage:  No guarantee is given by the County to the Contractor regarding usage of this Contract.  Usage figures, if provided, are approximate, based upon the last usage.  The Contractor agrees to supply the goods and services requested, as needed by the County of Orange, at prices listed in the Contract, regardless of quantity requested.

18.
Contractor’s Records:  The Contractor shall keep true and accurate accounts, records, books and data which shall correctly reflect the business transacted by the Contractor in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles.  These records shall be stored in Orange County for a period of three years after final payment is received from the County.  Storage of records in another county will require written approval from the County of Orange assigned buyer.

19.
Audits/Inspections:  Contractor agrees to permit the County’s Auditor-Controller or the Auditor-Controller’s authorized representative (including auditors from a private auditing firm hired by the County) access during normal working hours to all books, accounts, records, reports, files, financial records, supporting documentation, including payroll and accounts payable/receivable records, and other papers or property of Contractor for the purpose of auditing or inspecting any aspect of performance under this Contract.  The inspection and/or audit will be confined to those matters connected with the performance of the Contract including, but not limited to, the costs of administering the Contract.  The County will provide reasonable notice of such an audit or inspection.
The County reserves the right to audit and verify the Contractor’s records before final payment is made.

Contractor agrees to maintain such records for possible audit for a minimum of three years after final payment, unless a longer period of records retention is stipulated under this Contract or by law.  Contractor agrees to allow interviews of any employees or others who might reasonably have information related to such records. Should the Contractor cease to exist as a legal entity, the Contractor’s records pertaining to this Contract shall be forwarded to the surviving entity in a merger or acquisition or, in the event of liquidation, to the County’s project manager.

Disputes-Contract: A. The Parties shall deal in good faith and attempt to resolve potential disputes informally.  If the dispute concerning a question of fact arising under the terms of this Contract is not disposed of in a reasonable period of time by the Contractor’s project manager and the County’s project manager, such matter shall be brought to the attention of the County’s Purchasing Agent by way of the following process:

a.
The Contractor shall submit to the Sheiff-Coroner agency/department assigned buyer a written demand for a final decision regarding the disposition of any dispute between the parties arising under, related to, or involving this Contract, unless the County, on its own initiative, has already rendered such a final decision.

b.
The Contractor’s written demand shall be fully supported by factual information, and, if such demand involves a cost adjustment to the Contract, the Contractor shall include with the demand a written statement signed by a senior official indicating the that demand is made in good faith, that the supporting data are accurate and complete, and that the amount requested accurately reflects the Contract adjustment for which the Contractor believes the County is liable.

B. Pending the final resolution of any dispute arising under, related to, or involving this Contract, the Contractor agrees to diligently proceed with the performance of this Contract, including the delivery of goods and/or provision of services.  The Contractor’s failure to diligently proceed shall be considered a material breach of this Contract.


Any final decision of the County shall be expressly identified as such, shall be in writing, and shall be signed by the County Purchasing Agent or his desgnee.  If the County fails to render a decision within 90 days after receipt of the Contractor’s demand, it shall be deemed a final decision adverse to the Contractor’s contentions.  The County’s final decision shall be conclusive and binding regarding the dispute unless the Contractor commences action in a court of competent jurisdicition.

Service Calls Term: 
Service calls may be placed against this Contract at the convenience of the County.  Contractor represents and warrants that it shall have qualified personnel and adequate goods available at all times to satisfy any request for services under this Contract.
22.
Security Requirements:

Background Checks:

All staff to be employed by Contractor in performance of the work under this Contract shall be subject to background checks and clearance prior to their admittance into a Sheriff’s facility. 

1.         Contractor shall prepare and submit an information form to the County Project Manager for those employees who will be working at any Sheriff Facility.

2.         Information forms shall be submitted at least five (5) County working days prior to the start of work. 

3.         Said information forms will be provided by the County Project Manager upon request, and will be screened by the Sheriff’s Department.

4.         Said information forms shall be thoroughly and accurately complete.   Omissions or false statements, regardless of the nature or magnitude, may be grounds for denying clearance.  Contract may be terminated immediately by the County, without penalty, for non-performance due facility access denial. 

5.         No person shall be employed on this work who has not received prior clearance from the Sheriff’s Department.

6.         The County, including the Sheriff’s Department, shall not be required to give a reason if clearance is denied.

A. Performance Requirements:

Contractor shall ensure that:

1. All vehicles parked on site shall be locked and thoroughly secured at all times.

2.         All tools and materials shall remain in its possession at all times and shall never be left unattended. All lost or misplaced tools or materials shall be reported immediately  to the escort or Control in Sheriff’s facilities.

3.         All materials, large and small, from removal operations or new construction  (especially those materials that could be used to inflict injury such as nails, wire, wood, etc.) shall be continuously cleaned up as work progresses.

4.         All work areas shall be secured prior to the end of each work day.

5.         Contractor’s employees shall have no contact, either verbal or physical, with internees in the facility.   Specifically:

a. Do not give names or addresses to internees.

b. Do not receive any names or addresses from internees.

c. Do not disclose the identity of any internee to anyone outside the facility.

d. Do not give any materials to internees.

e. Do not receive any materials from internees  (including materials to be   passed to another individual or internee). Failure to comply with these requirements is a criminal act and can result in prosecution.

6.         Contractor’s employees shall   not smoke or use profanity or other inappropriate language while on site.

7.         Contractor’s employees shall  not enter the facility while under the influence of alcohol, drugs or other intoxicants and do not have such materials in their possession.

8.         Contractor’s employees shall plan their activities to minimize the number of times they must enter and exit a facility, i.e., transport all tools, equipment and materials needed for the day at the start of work and restrict all breaks to the absolute minimum. 

B. Security Requirements:

Contractor’s employees shall:

1. Comply with the written schedule provided by the Sheriff/Facilities Operations which shall clearly show the specific start and end times for each work day.

2. Arrive at the site no more than fifteen  (15)  minutes prior to the scheduled time or no more than fifteen (15)  minutes after the scheduled time.If delay or cancellation is necessary immediately contact the designated on site coordinator and/or the County Project Manager.Repeat problems will be grounds for remedial action to include Contract termination.

3. Report to the Control Desk upon arrival at the job site.   Control will ensure that the work area is clear and ready for work to begin. Follow any special security requirements issued by the in site coordinator.

4. Report to the Control Desk when leaving the facility, either temporarily or at the end of the work day. 

5. Immediately report all accidents, spills, damage, unusual conditions and/or unusual activities to the Control Desk. 

6. Securely close and check all gates and doors to insure that they are tightly closed and locked.

7. Restrict all activities to the immediate work site and adjacent assigned areas.

8. Remain with the assigned escort at all times, unless otherwise directed by the on site coordinator.

C. Potential Delays/ Interruptions:

Contractor shall acknowledge that:

1. Contractor’s employees who enter a Sheriff’s facility but have not passed the security screening or who have falsified the security screening information or who have outstanding wants or warrants may be detained by the Sheriff.  

2. The primary purpose of the detention facilities is the safe and secure operation of those facilities.   To that end: 

a. Contractor’s  shall immediately comply with all directions and orders issued by Sheriff’s personnel, other than changes regarding the quality or quantity of work which will be controlled by the County Project Manager.

b. Contractor’s employees may be delayed or denied access to the facility.

c. Contractor’s employees may be ordered to leave a facility prior to the completion of their work or the end of the work day.

d. Contractor’s employees may be detained within a facility until an incident is resolved by Sheriff’s personnel.
A.
Contractor shall, with respect to all employees of Contractor performing services hereunder: 

1. Perform background checks as to past employment history.

2. Inquire as to past criminal felony convictions.

3. Ascertain that those employees who are required to drive in the course of performing services hereunder have valid California driver’s licenses and no DUI convictions within two (2) years prior to commencement of services hereunder.

4. Perform drug screening to determine that such employees are not users of illegal drugs or other substances.

B. Contractor shall not assign to County property any Contractor personnel  as to whom the foregoing procedures indicate:

1.      Inability or unwillingness to perform in a competent manner.

2.      Past criminal convictions for theft, burglary or conduct causing property damage or mental or physical harm to persons.

3.     Where such employee’s duties include driving a vehicle, absence of a valid California driver’s license or a DUI conviction within the prior two (2) years.

4.      Usage of illegal drugs or other substances.

C. If any of the problems identified with respect to Contractor’s employees are discovered after assignment of an employee to County property, or if County otherwise reasonably deems an assigned employee unacceptable, Contractor shall remove and replace such employee at the County property.

D. Nothing herein shall render any employee of Contractor an employee of County.

I. THE CONTRACTOR’S PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS:

All employees must pass the County’s background check and meet all requirements as set forth below:

1.         Contractor’s Personnel-Background Checks:

2.         All personnel to be employed in performance of the work under this Contract shall be subject to background checks. Clearance must be updated and renewed every twelve (12) months from original date of clearance.

3.         No person shall be employed on this work that has not received prior clearance from the Sheriff-Coroner Department.

4.         Within fifteen (15) days of the effective date of this Contract, Contractor shall prepare and submit a complete and accurate “Contractor Security Clearance” information form for all Contractor’s employees who will be working on or who will need access to the Sheriff-Coroner’s facilities to perform work covered by this Contract.  County project manager shall provide form(s) to Contractor’s project manager.

5.         Contractor Security Clearance information forms for renewal, at specified intervals and for new employees of Contractor, shall be submitted at least ten (10) County working days prior to the expiration of an existing clearance or prior to the use of any person for work occurring on Sheriff-Coroner’s Facilities.

6.         Contractor Security Clearance information forms must be submitted on the original Sheriff-Coroner’s printed form.  Facsimile or photocopy forms will not be accepted.

7.         Contractor Security Clearance information forms will be provided by County Project Manager upon request and will be screened by the Sheriff-Coroner’s Department.

8.         Contract Security Clearance information forms shall be thoroughly and accurately completed.  Omissions or false statements, regardless of the nature or magnitude, may be grounds for denying clearance.

9.         County will not give Contactor the reason an individual’s clearance is denied, but will provide explanation to individual affected via U.S. Mail. 

E. GENERAL SECURITY REQUIREMENT-AT WORKSITE: 

1.          All work areas shall be secured prior to the end of each workday.

2.         Workmen shall have no contact, either verbal or physical, with inmates in the facility.     Specifically:

            a.         Do not give names or addresses to inmates.

            b.         Do not receive any names or addresses from inmates.

            c.         Do not disclose the identity of any inmate to anyone outside the facility.

            d.         Do not give any materials to inmates.

  e.        Do not receive any materials from inmates (including materials to be passed to another individual or inmate).

3.         Contractor’s personnel shall not smoke or use profanity or other inappropriate language while on site.

  

4.         Contractor’s personnel shall not enter the facility while under the influence of alcohol, drugs or other intoxicants and shall not have such materials in their possession.

5.
Failure to comply with these requirements is a criminal act and can result in prosecution.

6.         Contractor’s personnel shall plan their activities to minimize the number of times they must enter and exit a facility, i.e., transport all tools, equipment, and materials needed for the day at the start of work and restrict all breaks to the absolute minimum.

7.         Contractor’s personnel shall  follow any special security requirements issued by the on site contact person or escort Deputy.

8.         Contractor’s personnel shall report either to the on-site contact person when leaving the facility, temporarily or at the end of the workday.

9.         Contractor’s personnel shall immediately report all accidents, spills, damage, unusual conditions and/or unusual activities to the on site contact person or any Sheriff’s Deputy.  

10.        Contractor’s personnel shall securely close and check all gates and doors to ensure that they are tightly closed and locked.

11.        Contractor’s personnel shall restrict all activities to the immediate work site and adjacent assigned areas.

12.       Contractor’s personnel shall remain with the assigned escort at all times, unless otherwise directed by the on site contact person.

F. POTENTIAL DELAYS/INTERRUPTIONS:

1. Contractor shall acknowledge that the primary purpose of the detention facilities is the safe and secure operation of those facilities.  

2.         Contractor’s personnel who enter a Sheriff-Coroner facility but have not passed the security screening, or who have falsified the security screening information, or who have outstanding warrants, may be detained by the Sheriff.

3.         Contractor’s personnel shall immediately comply with all directions and orders issued by Sheriff’s personnel, other than changes regarding the quality or quantity of work, which will be controlled by County’s project manager.

4.         Contractor’s personnel  may be delayed or denied access to the facility due to unforeseen events that may affect the availability of security escorts.

5.         Contractor’s personnel may be ordered to leave a facility prior to the completion of their work or the end of the workday by unforeseen incidents occurring within secure environments.

6.         Contractor’s personnel may be detained within a facility until Sheriff’s personnel resolve an incident.
23.
Stop Work: The County may, at any time, by written stop work order to the Contractor, require the Contractor to stop all or any part of the work called for by this Contract for a period of 90 days after the stop work order is delivered to the Contractor and for any further period to which the Parties may agree.  The stop work order shall be specifically identified as such and shall indicate it is issued under this clause.  Upon receipt of the stop work order, the Contractor shall immediately comply with its terms and take all reasonable steps to minimize the incurrence of costs allocable to the work covered by the stop work order during the period of work stoppage.  Within a period of 90 days after a stop work order is delivered to the Contractor or within any extension of that period to which the Parties shall have agreed, the County shall either:
a.         Cancel the stop work order; or

b.      Terminate work covered by the stop work order as provided for in the termination for convenience clause of this Contract.  In the event that this section is invoked, the (30) thirty day requirement for termination for convenience shall not be required.  County may terminate immediately at any time during the stop work period.

FOR THE BLOOD ALCOHOL TESTING CONTRACT

Scope of Work

1.01
Service

1.
Contractor agrees to provide employees to draw blood in compliance with state approved medical procedures and in conformance with the methods County has on file with the California Department of Health Services, and the directions and/or procedures established by the Orange County Sheriff-Coroner Department (Sheriff-Coroner). 

2.
Contractor agrees to provide service as set forth herein, including but not limited to, blood draws, and/or genetic marker blood samples, at the request of the Orange County Sheriff-Coroner Department and/or the California Highway Patrol.  Contractor shall schedule the collection of blood samples for genetic marker analysis drawn at a jail facility (including all those listed in 1.03, paragraph 3) with the management of the respective facility. Jail management is responsible for scheduling blocks of time with Contractor at least five (5) business days’ in advance.


3.
Contractor agrees that its employees will appear in any court required, at the Orange County District Attorney’s office, and elsewhere, as scheduled or requested by any District Attorney’s office or the Sheriff-Coroner, for the purpose of discussion or testimony concerning blood drawing/collecting samples and chain of custody. Contractor agrees to provide the specific personnel requested by County for discussion or testimony concerning drawing/collecting samples and chain of custody. 

4.
Contractor agrees that this Contract shall be non-exclusive in that the County may contract with other persons, firms, or corporations to provide the same or similar services to those set forth herein; and Contractor may engage in performing the same or similar services for other public entitles and individuals, provided, however, that Contractor shall not perform such services for other public entitles or individuals under circumstances in which Contractor cannot provide service as required by the County and as described in this agreement and/or in which a possibility exists that Contractor shall be required to provide testimony as to the conduct, analysis, and result of such tests in opposition to the same or similar tests conducted by it on behalf of the County. In the event the County has entered into contracts with other parties for the same or similar services, the County may establish a rotation basis or other method of scheduling its requirements for services under such County contract and agrees to consult with Contractor in establishing such rotation and scheduling, but in any event, the decision of the County with regard to thereto shall be final.  

5.
Contractor agrees to provide transportation for its employees, blood sample request forms, and all other materials necessary to provide services as set forth herein, except those set forth in paragraph 6 below, at no additional cost to the County.

6.
Contractor agrees to provide all medical supplies and equipment necessary to draw blood under this Contract.. Such supplies shall consist of cotton balls, tourniquets, glue sticks, vinyl / latex / and/or nitrile gloves, surgical tape, sani​cloths, sani-dex wipes, fingerprint pads, test tube racks, seal cutter, disposable laboratory coats, face shields, cleaning solution, syringes, needles, “Sharps” containers, and any other materials or supplies deemed necessary for drawing blood with state approved medical procedures and in conformance with the methods Coutny has on file with the California Department of Health Services, and the directions and/or procedures established by the Orange County Sheriff-Coroner Department (Sheriff-Coroner). County agrees to provide Contractor Zephiran Chloride (Benzalkonium Chloride) disinfecting solution, blood kits, and urine kits. 


7.
Contractor agrees that employees will print legibly, in ink, on all forms, envelopes, and labels, and shall include the subject’s name, the requesting agency, and the requesting agency’s case number where available. Contractor’s employees will also verify that the chain of custody is complete and legible. Contractor’s employees shall properly affix seals to blood vials and shall properly seal blood kits and urine kits.

8.
Contractor agrees that all blood samples shall be refrigerated upon collection and shall remain refrigerated until deposited in the Sheriff-Coroner Forensic Refrigerator. Contractor shall provide the supplies necessary to insure that blood samples are refrigerated and transported as required by the Sheriff-Coroner and this Contract, at no cost to the County.


9.
Contractor agrees that all blood samples shall be deposited in the Sheriff-Coroner Forensic Refrigerator prior to the end of the employees work period, or prior to 6:00 A.M.(Pacific Time), whichever comes sooner.


10.
