
NOTICE INVITING BIDS

1. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Board of Supervisors of Orange County, California, will receive sealed bids up to 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, the 5th of April, 2006 in the Office of the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors, Room 101, Hall of Administration, 10 Civic Center Plaza (corner of Santa Ana Boulevard and Broadway), Santa Ana, California, at which time said bids will be publicly opened and read in Room 169 on the first floor of the Hall of Administration for the following:

FRONT FACE ACCESS ROAD PAVING AND DRAINAGE FACILITIES AND BENCH PAVING CONSTRUCTION AT FRANK R. BOWERMAN AND SANTIAGO CANYON LANDFILL

2. The project at Frank R. Bowerman Landfill includes the placement of 8-inch thick asphalt concrete over 12-inches of miscellaneous base on a 1,500-foot long by 32-foot wide existing subgrade.  Final grading is required, including excavation of 20-inches of soil for placement of road base and asphalt paving.  The project also includes construction of a concrete drainage channel and installation of roadside guard railing.  The project at Santiago Canyon Landfill includes the placement of 4-inch thick asphalt concrete over 8-inches of miscellaneous road base.  The Contractor shall perform work under the direction of a construction management and a quality assurance firm or the Integrated Waste Management Department project manager, at rates established in the bid.  All of said work is to be performed in accordance with Plans and Specifications available at OCB Reprographics, Inc., 504 West Chapman Avenue, Unit A, Orange, CA 92868, telephone: (714) 532-4852.

3. The classification of Contractor's license required in the performance of this contract is A.  The Contractor and all Subcontractors shall have all licenses required by the State for the type of work being done.

4. Pursuant to the provisions of Section 1773 of the Labor Code of the State of California, the Board of Supervisors has obtained the general prevailing rate of per diem wages and the general prevailing rate for holiday and overtime work in this locality for each craft, classification, or type of worker needed to execute the contract from the Director of the Department of Industrial Relations.  These rates are on file with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors.  Copies may be obtained at cost at the Office of Industrial Relations.

5. Each bidder must submit, with his or her bid, a satisfactory check certified by a responsible bank, or a bidder's bond, issued and executed by an admitted surety authorized to transact surety insurance in California, and made payable to the order of the County of Orange, in an amount equal to at least 10 percent of the total bid amount, as a guarantee that the bidder will enter into the proposed contract if the same is awarded him or her.  In the event of failure to enter into such contract, the proceeds of the check will be forfeited or, in case of a bond, the full sum thereof will be forfeited to said County of Orange.

6. The successful bidder shall be required to furnish a Faithful Performance Bond in an amount equal to 100 percent of the amount of the contract and a Labor and Material Payment Bond in the amount of 100 percent of the contract.  Said bonds are to be in substantially the same form as the bonds contained in the Contract Documents and are to be first approved by the County Counsel and the Risk Manager of Orange County.

7. Pursuant to Section 22300 of the Public Contract Code of the State of California, the contract will contain provisions permitting the successful bidder to substitute securities for any monies withheld by the County of Orange to ensure performance under the contract.

8. A mandatory pre-bid site meeting and walkthrough will be held on Wednesday, March 22, 2006, at 10:00 a.m.  The meeting place will be the Operations Office at the Frank R. Bowerman Landfill, 11000 Bee Canyon Access Road, Irvine, CA 92602.  IWMD will note any contractor that arrives late at the pre-bid site meeting.  If any of the noted late contractors turn out to be the low bidder, the County of Orange Board of Supervisors would determine if their bid would be viewed as responsive.  Failure to attend this mandatory pre-bid meeting will render the bid nonresponsive.  If you have any questions, please contact Bob Fleming at (949) 262-2423.
