AN ORDINANCE OF THE COUNTY OF ORANGE, CALIFORNIA TO ADOPT THE 2010/2011 BUILDING AND PLANNING SCHEDULES INCLUDING THE 2010/2011 BUILDING AND SAFETY FEE SCHEDULE AND PLANNING, SUBDIVISION AND GRADING PERMIT DEPOSIT AND FEE SCHEDULE, AND THE 2010/2011 BUILDING AND SAFETY AND PLANNING RATE TABLE.


The Board of Supervisors of the County of Orange, California does ordain as follows:


SECTION 1. A new fee schedule for building and safety inspection, plan check charges, planning charges, and some subdivision services is adopted as set forth in Attachment 1: Building and Planning Fee Schedule.  


SECTION  2. Where Attachment 1 requires charges to applicants for permit processing and servicing, the cost of processing and servicing the permits for building and safety inspection, and plan check fees will be charged based on project valuation. The total project valuation is calculated by multiplying the project square footage by the industry standard square foot construction cost (Table 1), which is then multiplied by the regional cost modifier for California of 1.12.  The Valuation Fee Table (Table 2) is applied to the total project valuation amount to calculate the inspection fee. The plan check fee is based on a percentage of the inspection fee as set forth in Attachment 1. The total permit fee will include an inspection fee, plan check fee, and a flat $15 permit issuance fee.  

The grading and planning permits will be charged by the hour, or fraction thereof, for the classifications performing the services at the following rates, which include the application of a 3.0 multiplier to base salary:

SECTION 3.  “Applicant” shall be the individual or entity identified as financially responsible for the permit/application unless otherwise indicated on the permit/application. If the party applying (“Applicant”) is not to be financially responsible, then the “Financially Responsible Party” box on the application screen must be checked and the Financially Responsible Party must be so identified on the permit/application at the time of first deposit. All Additional Deposit Request Notifications, refunds, permits, or other official documents and/or communications will be issued to the Financially Responsible Party.  The individual or entity identified will be sent a notice that the individual or entity has been named as the Financially Responsible Party and will have 10 days to object or appeal the fee.  The Financially Responsible Party on the planning application shall be the Financially Responsible Party on the permit unless a new name is submitted in writing and signed by the new Financially Responsible Party.  In the event of a change of “Financially Responsible Party” on a permit or planning application, the individual or representative of the entity must appear in person or will be sent a notice that the individual or entity has been named as the Financially Responsible Party and will have 10 days to appeal.  

SECTION  4.
The County shall collect a deposit for grading and planning at the time that applications are complete as specified in the above Attachments for permits and services.  If charges exceed the initial deposit, the Applicant and/or Financially Responsible Party will receive an Additional Deposit Request Notification asking that Applicant and/or Financially Responsible Party deposit additional monies sufficient to complete the issuance of the building permit. Failure to timely comply with the request can result in suspension of activity on the permit. If a deposit balance remains at the completion of the permit processing, it shall be returned to the Applicant and/or Financially Responsible Party within 60 days from the date the permit is closed.

SECTION  5.
  Applicant and/or Financially Responsible Party may request in writing a review of the County charges within 10 calendar days of either 1) receipt of the full accounting of the permit fees charged; or, 2) upon receiving and complying with more than one request by the County for additional deposit monies on a single permit. The disputed charges must be paid in order for the appeal process to proceed.  The charges will be refunded at the end of the appeal process if found to be in Applicant and/or Financially Responsible Party’s favor. The OC Public Works Director or designee (hereinafter “Hearing Officer”) shall review the request within 10 working days of receiving the request.  The Hearing Officer shall determine that the charges were or were not justified and may adjust the charges appropriately.  The Hearing Officer shall notify the Applicant and/or Financially Responsible Party by mail and/or e-mail the decision within three working days of making the final decision. The decision of the Hearing Officer is Final.


SECTION 6.  Overtime shall be available upon the Director’s authorization and client approval only.  Overtime shall be calculated as 1.5 times the hourly rate of the classification performing the services, plus an overhead rate to be determined by the Auditor-Controller. No “extraordinary” overtime is authorized. 

SECTION 7. Fee waivers may be granted by the County Board of Supervisors pursuant to resolution, or by the OC Public Works Director or designee for emergencies related to natural or man-made disaster as determined by the Board and special circumstances related to a primary residence that has been determined to be uninhabitable and without such waiver would cause extreme hardship only, with ten (10) days written notice to the Supervisorial District Office in which the project is located including the circumstances of such disaster or special circumstances.  The Board finds that this waiver policy will meet a public purpose and have a significant public benefit and serve community needs that may not have otherwise been met.

SECTION 8.  This Board finds that the workload required of a project will be significantly less if the application is of the type that does not require a public hearing and the anticipated California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) determination is that the project is exempt from CEQA or the project is covered by previous environmental approvals.  In these instances, a twenty-five percent (25%) reduction in the deposit required for processing the planning application may be considered and accepted by the OC Public Works Director. However, a full deposit will be required should the nature of the project change such that it will require a greater analysis than anticipated.  A reduction shall only be extended to applicants who are current on their deposit and permit payments due to OC Public Works or the County.

SECTION 9. The Board of Supervisors finds that this Ordinance is consistent with the Government Code including Section 66014(a) of the Government Code in that the fees and charges do not exceed the estimated reasonable cost of providing the services for which the fees are charged, and Section 66016(a) of the Government Code in that the County has provided notice and data and information supporting the proposed time, materials, and overhead charges proposed herein.

SECTION 10.  This Ordinance shall take effect on May 1, 2010.

Fee Schedule


The building permit fee is calculated by using Tables 1 & 2.  Table 1 is used to calculate the valuation of the project.  Table 2 is used to calculate the permit fee from the project valuation.  Examples of using Tables 1 & 2 to calculate the building permit fee are provided in Appendix 2. 
The following construction costs are a national average and do not take into account any regional cost differences.  The regional cost modifier for California is 1.12, and is used to calculate the total valuation.

Construction Types

All buildings are classified according to their construction type. Type I is least combustible and Type V is most combustible. The more combustible a building is and the more hazardous the use is, the more the maximum allowable area is limited. All construction types and use groups are allowed to have increased areas by using sprinklers.

Type I  (IA or IB)
Typically these are concrete frame buildings made of noncombustible materials. All of the building elements (structural frame, bearing walls, floors and roofs) are fire resistance rated.
Type II  (IIA or IIB)

These buildings are constructed of noncombustible materials. Typically these are masonry bearing walls structures with steel studs for walls and steel bar joists for floor and roof structures. IIA has fire rated building elements (structural frame, bearing walls, floors and roofs). IIB is the most common construction type for commercial buildings because the building elements are not required to be fire resistance rated but still must be non-combustible.

Type III  (IIIA or IIIB)
Type III construction is that type of construction in which the exterior walls are of noncombustible materials and the interior building elements are of any material permitted by the code (combustible or non-combustible). This is typical of buildings with masonry bearing walls and wood roofs or floors.

Type IV  (IVA or IVB)
This is Heavy Timber construction which is not common in California except perhaps in some worship facilities.

Type V  (VA or VB)
Type V construction is typically wood frame construction. VA requires fire rated assemblies for all building elements (structural frame, bearing walls, floors and roofs); this is often seen in older construction that predates sprinklers but still not commonly used. VB is very common because it does not require any fire rating. VB is typically used for single family dwellings and garages.
