RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF

ORANGE COUNTY, CALIFORNIA

March 28, 2017
WHEREAS, Title 12 of the California Code of Regulations section 451 requires that a county appoint, prescribe qualifications for, and set the compensation of a County Veterans Service Officer (CVSO) in order to receive aid from the State of California toward the compensation and expenses of their County Veterans Service Office; and


WHEREAS, Title 12 of the California Code of Regulations section 451 requires that a county also appropriate and expend county funds for the compensation and expense of the CVSO; and

WHEREAS, to support this obligation, the Board adopted a resolution on July 31, 2012, which provided authorization for the OC Community Resources Director or his designee to sign Subvention Certification Forms on behalf of the Board so long as the County is in compliance with all funding requirements, or has attained authorization from the California Department of Veterans Affairs (CalVet) to waive said requirements; and 

WHEREAS, CalVet, as part of the funding requirements, requires the approval and execution of additional necessary forms to ensure funding; and

WHEREAS, OC Community Resources requests authority to perform the ministerial duty of signing these necessary forms on behalf of the Board;


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED this Board does hereby:

1. Adopt a Resolution authorizing the OCCR Director or his designee to sign on behalf of the Board of Supervisors: the California Department of Veterans Affairs (CalVet), semi-annual reports and forms required for Subvention, Medi-Cal Cost Avoidance, and Veteran Service Office Fund (VSOF) funding; the CalVet College Fee Waivers and College Fee Waiver Delegation of Authority letter as the County Veterans Service Officer (CVSO); and the CalVet Delegation of Authority memo. Such authority is contingent upon the County being in compliance with all funding requirements, or attaining authorization from CalVet to waive said requirements.

2.  This authority shall expire thereafter when a CVSO is appointed and CalVet is notified or six months from the date the CVSO position was vacated, whichever occurs first.
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
