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County of Orange Report on Grant Applications/Awards
The Grants Report is a condensed list of grant requests by County Agencies/Departments that allows the Board of Supervisors to discuss and approve grant submittals in one motion at a Board meeting.  County policy dictates that the Board of Supervisors must approve all grant applications prior to submittal to the grantor. This applies to grants of all amounts, as well as to new grants and those that have been received by the County for many years as part of an ongoing grant.  Receipt of grants under $50,000 is delegated to the County Executive Officer.  Grant awards greater than $50,000 must be presented to the Board of Supervisors for receipt of funds.  This report allows for better tracking of county grant requests, the success rate of our grants, and monitoring of County’s grants activities.  It also serves to inform Orange County’s Sacramento and Washington, D.C. advocates of County grant activities involving the State or Federal Governments.

The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program is a major source of federal criminal justice funding to state and local jurisdictions.  The JAG funds support all components of the criminal justice system, from multi-jurisdictional drug and gang task forces to crime prevention programs, prosecution and court, corrections, drug treatment and enforcement, and technology improvements.  The County of Orange has been certified as disparate; therefore, a joint application must be submitted on behalf of fourteen (13 cities and the County) units of local government for which the applicant and fiscal agent is the County of Orange.  The Bureau of Justice Statistics uses a formula for the allocations, which is based on the JAG formula, population, and Part 1 violent crime statistics.  The Sheriff-Coroner is applying for $465,007 from the U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ) This is the eighth year the County of Orange has participated in the JAG program.  
The JAG funds will be utilized to support a broad range of activities to prevent and control crime within the County of Orange.  The fourteen units of local government in the jurisdiction will utilize the funds for local initiatives, technical assistance, training, personnel, equipment, supplies, contractual support, and information systems for criminal justice.
Each of the cities/county receiving JAG funds intends to use their funding in one or more areas described in the “Purpose Areas of Grant Funds” section of the solicitation.  The Purpose Areas include - Law Enforcement; Prosecution and court; Prevention and education; Corrections and community corrections; Drug treatment and enforcement; Planning, evaluation, and technology improvement; and crime victim and witness programs.
The Sheriff’s Department will provide oversight for the grant; write the application, and submit it to U.S. DOJ; the application will include a Standard Form 424, program narrative, budget and budget narrative, review narrative, abstract and a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).  The department will also obtain approval from CEO, County Counsel, and the Board of Supervisors; and will communicate with all parties involved throughout the grant process.  Quarterly financial reports and performance metrics reports; and annual progress reports are required for the life of this grant, as well as annual Monitor Reviews.  No match is required.
Some of the JAG recipient cities/County have agreed to dedicate funds to assist in funding the multi-agency Orange County Pro-Active Methamphetamine Laboratory Investigative Team (PROACT).  The projects cities have chosen to use their funding for can be used for the County as a whole if the need arises.  Deputy County Counsel has reviewed and approved documents within this application.  
The Orange County Sheriff-Coroner requests the following:

OC Community Resources requests authorization to submit 65 grant applications for an aggregate amount of approximately $70,037,475. These funds support OC Community Resources services.  OC Community Resources is seeking funds from 50 recurrent sources and 15 new grant sources.
OC Community Resources is seeking grant opportunities from a variety of Federal, State, and private organizations including: U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD); State Department of Housing and Community Development; Orange County Transportation Authority; U.S. Department of Labor, Employment Development Department, Employment & Training Administration; U.S. Department of Commerce, Economic Development Administration; California Department of Labor; Governor’s Office of Emergency Services; California Community College Chancellor’s Office; U.S. Department of Justice; Alibris; Association for Library Services to Children; Book Wholesalers, Inc.; Baker & Taylor; Young Adult Library Services Association; California State Library; California Department of Education; Infopeople; Jack Ezra Keats Foundation; Public Library Association; Institute of Museum & Library Services; The H.W. Wilson Company; Lois Lenski Covey Foundation; American Library Association; President’s Committee on the Arts and Humanities; National Endowment of the Arts; National Endowment for the Humanities; Romance Writers of America; Target Corporation; Petco Foundation; American Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals.

The Board of Supervisors has final approval of funds being appropriated and services provided when the awards are presented to the Board to accept or as part of the adoption of the annual OC Community Resources budget.
Funds received from these grants will be used to assist in temporary and long term housing assistance for homeless individuals and families; create and retain jobs for Orange County workers; job training; job assistance and training for veterans and disabled workers; job training for persons displaced due to significant situation (e.g., fire); expand existing employment and advancement opportunities; promote reading and literacy program; assist library staff in seeking library degrees; support English language and civics education programs; and support the Trap Neuter Release program for feral cats.  An application is still required by the funding source in order to qualify to receive funding.  

See attached table for specific grant-related information and program/service operations.

Thirty-five of the grant opportunities listed require a match component, totaling approximately $36,322,975, with one grant encouraging a cost sharing component.

OC Community Resources does not anticipate, but cannot be certain, if any of the new grants will require County General fund match.  In the event that County General Funds are necessary, OC Community Resources will return to the Board prior to submission of the application.

OC Community Resources requests authorization from your Honorable Board for the OC Community Resources Director or his designee to apply for the grants listed on the attached table.
