Gifts, bequests, devises, and donations of money or property
in excess of $10,000 are to be reported directly to the
Board for acceptance.

For gifts, bequests, devises, and donations of $5,000 or
more, but not exceeding $10,000, departments and agencies
shall also notify each Board office via off-agenda letters
of such gifts, bequests, devises, and donations immediately

upon receipt.

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For gifts, bequests, devises, and donations under $5,000,
departments and agencies shall use their own discretion in
deciding whether to advise the Board of such gifts,
bequests, devises, and donations.

Controller.
